VRI (Video Remote Interpreting) 
committee. This committee will be 
responsible for getting all the in-
formation and costs, and working 
with hospitals, courts and other 
places to provide VRI.

VRI is a new feature in inter-
preter services. VRI is generally a 
TV/monitor with web camera or 
video camera, microphone and 
speakers. You will see an interpreter 
on the TV; sign to the interpreter 
through camera and the interpreter 
will talk for you; the person will 
hear through speakers and respond 
through microphone. All in the 
same room.

Currently, the committee is 
small right now. This is to focus on 
research and communication. When 
we need more persons to help the 
committee, we will let you know. 
We will need your help when it is 
time.

Contact Roquel Wilson or Bill 
Drobkiewicz to learn more about 
VRI and the committee. The first 
meeting is on January 30th - that is 
to set up the committee and to get 
started on research.
