Rules and Regulations:

1] Participants must have a valid Oregon State Fishing License. This derby is open to those with a valid OR Fishing License. The entry fee is $10 and
theregistration is at 6:15 am. on June 12th with event coordinator(s).

2] This derby is an one day event - held on June 12.

3] Prizes will be awarded as outlined below for the largest trout taken from the lake by legal fishing method between 6:30 am. and 12 noon on June
12th. The largest trout is defined as the longest in length (nose to tail end). In the event that there are two or more fish that have the same length, the
biggest fish will be the heaviest in weight. Only trouts will qualify for prizes.

4] Prizes will depend on the number of entries.
5] Only one fish per registered angler may be the longest entered into the contest.

6] The contest begins at 6:30 a.m. and ends at 12 noon. The measuring and weighting begins at 12:30 p.m. at the Fish Cleaning Area by the Marina
Store.

7] Anglers must follow all State Fishing regulations and State Park Rules while participating in this derby.

Awards, and raffle will be around 3:30 p.m., maybe 4 p.m. The time may be later as determined by the event coordinator, Dennis Ross. Contact him at
dennisnedie@charter.net.

Located 80 miles east of Roseburg on Highway 138, turn right onto Road 4795 (Diamond Lake Loop) at the north entrance to
Diamond L ake Recreation Area. Proceed 2.5 miles to the campground entrance. Diamond Lake may &l so be accessed via Highway
230 from Medford, or Highway 97 from Klamath Falls and Bend.
